
Call 911. Follow BLS as applicable until EMS arrive

Administer EPINEPHRINE 0.3mg (0.3 ml)
Intramuscular (IM) into interolateral thigh

Repeat EPINEPHRINE 0.3mg (0.3ml)
Every 5-15 minutes as needed, based on response

 Stop Infusion
 Place patient in supine position, unless severe hypotension place in recumbent position
 Obtain vitals
 Maintain or obtain IV access

When Patient Stable:
 Notify prescribing provider (number on medication label)
 Notify FHI Pharmacist (262-532-5040)
 Do not reinitiate infusion same day.
